Instructions for the incoming exchange/free-mover students

How to apply

The TU Delft international exchange programmes are managed decentrally. This means that faculties/departments are responsible for advising, informing, selecting and accepting foreign exchange and free mover students.  Therefore, all request for information and all applications of incoming students should be sent directly to the coordinators for international exchange. See address below for the Faculty EEMCS (EWI).

Key points in our admission procedure for exchange/free-mover students are:

A. 
Exchange/free-mover students who wish to attend courses, carry out a project or write a thesis at


DUT, have to be accepted by the DUT faculty concerned. In order to start the admission procedure


you have to send the original application form to the faculty’s coordinator for international exchange

preferably at least 4 till 6 months before the exchange is due to begin.

If students are planning to study in the first term (September start), they should return their applications not later than 1 May, and for the second term (January/February start), before 1 October. 

Not following this rule will give problems in accepting the student and finding a room.


The application form must be accompanied by the following documents:


Exchange students:

· a letter of motivation stating your reason for applying at DUT and a motivation for your choice of

· courses/thesiswork/etc.;

· an authorised list of courses/projects taken and marks/grades achieved.

· a passport photograph


Free-mover students:

· a letter of motivation stating your reason for applying at DUT and a motivation for your choice of

· courses/thesiswork/etc.;

· a letter of recommendation from the academic supervisor at your home university;

· an authorised list of courses/projects taken and marks/grades achieved.

· only complete application sets will be considered, incomplete sets will be returned. 

· a passport photograph

Free-mover students must pay tuition fees.

The Student Advisory Office is not in charge of the applications of exchange/free-mover students.
B. 
You will either receive a letter of acceptance or of rejection. In case of acceptance exchange students


will also receive an application form for accommodation.
C. 
Exchange students who would like to make use of DUT’s housing arrangements should return the


application form for accommodation to the faculty’s coordinator for international exchange as soon as


possible and at least three months before their scheduled arrival. The coordinator will try to inform


you not later than two weeks before your scheduled arrival as to whether a room is available.


If you take courses at more than one faculty you have to return the application form for


accommodation to the coordinator of the faculty where you take most courses.


Free-mover students are not eligible for the housing arrangements of DUT. They may obtain a list


with lodging addresses from the Student Advisory Office (‘Studentenadviesbureau’), sfc@tudelft.nl.
