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Dear student,

The Faculty EEMCS offers Bachelors and Masters programmes.
After following 3 years of courses, you can obtain a B.Sc. degree. After doing 2 more years, you will receive a M.Sc. degree.
The undergraduate courses (B.Sc modules) in Delft are lectured in the Dutch language. (This concerns the 1st, 2nd and 3rd year courses). These courses are not for Exchange students.

Only exchange students from our faculty bilateral partners, see Bilateral Partners, will be considered.
These students must be master students i.e.: 4th and 5th years students in their home university (so in the possession of a Bachelor Degree).
If there is a bilateral contract between our faculties or you have an Erasmus grant (you are an Erasmus student), I can make the decision for the faculty whether you can study here or not. I will register you as a student here for free. 
If you are a free-mover student (if there is no bilateral contract between our universities/faculties) you have to pay tuition fees. You will be registered after payment of tuition fees.

Free-mover students are not eligible for accommodation arranged by the university.
Procedure to become an Exchange student:

1-
As an Exchange student or Erasmus student (European program) (only 4th and 
5th year students can apply) you can only follow courses from our Master 
Programmes. Send in your fully filled in and signed application form. (See 
attachment)


The 4th and 5th year courses (the M.Sc courses) are entirely in English.

Maybe it is interesting (only 4th and 5th year students) to do a part of your thesis 
work (project) in one of our labs. This can be done in English. (See whether your 
field of interest is part of the research of our labs). Look at the web site of the 
faculty http://www.ewi.tudelft.nl/  go to ENGLISH VERSION> ORGANISATION> 
DEPARTMENTS.

If you are interested try to find a mentor in the laboratory. Talk with the possible 
mentor about your plans. After you have an agreement with a mentor fill in your 
field of interest on the application form and the name of the mentor. Send in your 
fully filled in and signed application form. (See attachment) Without this form 
(fully signed) it is useless to come to Delft.
To be accepted as an Exchange student at the faculty EEMCS (EWI),
A- 
The proposed programme of courses/projects must consist EEMCS credit points.

At least for a:

- 3 months stay 15 ECTS Credit points

- 6 months stay 30 ECTS Credit points

- 9 months stay 45 ECTS Credit points

- 12 months stay 60 ECTS Credit points


These credit points must be chosen from the EEMCS/EWI Master courses or 
must be a Project or Thesis work (including a supervisor). It is not possible 
to combine courses with a thesis work.

B- 
The proposed programme must be filled in on the application form and learning 
agreement.

C- 
The application must be completed with a letter of recommendation from your 
international office
3-
If you have chosen your courses or everything is arranged with a mentor send in 
your fully filled in and signed Erasmus application form together with your housing 
application form.   


Finding a room takes approximately 3 months so send in these forms as soon as 
possible. 


Note that your housing application will only be processed upon the receipt of your 
TU application form. 


The faculty EEMCS is not involved by finding rooms for free-mover students 


Upon receiving your application forms fully signed, the exchange coordinator will 
start the procedure, which implies that from the moment you return the housing 
application forms there is a chance that you will be able to get a room after a period 
of at most 3 months. Coming sooner to Delft is useless, as no room will be available 
and you will not be registered.

Send your applications by fax or pdf file or in another electronic way, but always with the necessary signatures.

Always confirm your fax by an E-mail.

You will be informed about your room by E-mail (this can be at the latest moment, approx. 2 weeks before the starting date).

After arriving in Delft first of all go to the housing company involved (instruction will be given).

Then come to my office to register as a student.

Here is some further information:

For your Information: ET1....., ET2..., ET3..., IN1..., IN2..., IN3..., WI1…, WI2..., WI3... are undergraduate courses given in Dutch and not for Erasmus students

All 4 and 5 year courses are in English and for Erasmus students so ET4..., ET5...., ET8…, etc etc.

The courses are given in ECTS credit points

60 ECTS credit points must be obtained in one year

28 hours study a week is 1 ECTS point (these are courses, laboratory, exams and self study)

So there is no relation between the course hours and the credit points.

(a course can have 2 hours a week for 8 weeks long and have 2 CP)

The schedule for the courses is:

1 academic year consists of 2 semesters;

1 semester = 2 quarters

Semester 1 = quarter 1 (Sept. + Oct.) and 2 (Dec. - Jan.)

Semester 2 = quarter 3 (Febr. + March) and 4 (April - June).

So 0/2/0/0 means: course with 2 hours a week in quarter 2, semester 1, 8 weeks long
